During this year’s Lenten Study we will take a careful 
look at the spirituality of the current Book of Common 
Prayer and how it has shaped our faith over the last thirty-
two years. Since the first Prayer Book was published in 
1549 the language and expression of theology have been 
regularly updated so that each generation in each cultural 
setting can understand it and experience its spiritual bene-
fits. 
 

The Book of Common Prayer is unique among the wor-
ship books of Christendom in having become the touch-
stone for the unity of a whole church. It is not the expres-
sion of a fixed doctrine, though it takes for granted a 
number of clear theological positions. More correct 
would be to say that it has created a doctrinal and devo-
tional climate for the Church. As such it has also helped 
to shape a long literary tradition in the English language.

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��The Clergy Corner 
Do you remember Christmas? I’m not talking about Christmas of 1974 

or Christmas of 1992. I’m talking about Christmas of 2011. The one we just 
had. Let me help you. The commercial side of it started just after Halloween. (I 
think one of my neighbors put a Santa in his lawn on November 3rd.) The spir-
itual side began in late November. The Sunday after Thanksgiving, to be exact. 
We call it “Advent.” The Real Christmas began on December 25th.  The radio 
stations and the Madison Avenue marketers would have you think that it was 
over on December 25th. But in reality, according to the Christian calendar (and 
it’s our holiday), the season of Christmas started on the 25th and ran through 
January 5th. Twelve days. (Hmmm. I wonder if there’s a song in there or some-
thing… But I digress.)  

We spend 12 amazing days basking in the wonder and amazement that 
God came to be among us in the flesh in the person of Jesus. We celebrate that 
God was not afraid to take on human form and experience the world in the 
same way we do.  

On January 6th, the Feast of the Epiphany, we wrap up that celebration, 
and get down to the real work at hand. On Epiphany, we celebrate the revela-
tion that Jesus, God in the flesh, came into the world for all of humanity, and 
not simply for one group of people.  

Epiphany reveals and celebrates God’s gift to all people everywhere. 
Not matter what was under your tree or in your stocking 12 mornings ago, this 
gift from God is way, way better.  

While we see this seminal event of the Magi finding the Toddler Jesus 
as revealing God’s purpose to and for the Gentiles, the Gospel message, the 
ultimate Good News, of all this is as much for Jews as it is for Gentiles: The 
Gospel Message is that God intends to unite a divided humanity into one. 

And it’s one of those plans that’s so crazy it might just work. 

If we think about this in human terms, it makes no sense at all. A child 
is born, in a cave of all places, to a woman, without benefit or help of a man. 
Then these wise men (or women), who weren’t Jewish or even probably from 
the Middle East, show up two years later from half-way around the world to 
bring some really impractical gifts, but gifts that pay homage to who this little 
guy is… because they saw him as a king before anyone else did. And they saw 
him as the king he was born to be: A king whose kingdom would have no 
boundaries.  

Does this really make sense? If we think about it with human hearts 
and minds, then it makes no sense at all. But Epiphany reminds us that our best 
wisdom is nothing, and that God’s wisdom, though foolish in our eyes, is the 
ultimate in light and wisdom.  

As God seeks to unite us and all of humanity the light of Jesus, we are 
called through our Baptism to be the hands and feet of Christ in the world. And 
we are called to act in ways that are God-like, ways that are contrary to the val-
ues of the world. We get to be the hands and feet and heart of God, carrying the 
light of Christ to a broken and divided world. The responsibility to be God’s 
instruments of uniting the world under the banner of Jesus falls to each of us. 

May each of you be equipped by God to be the light of Christ in a 
world that so desperately needs it.

It has also been the template and the inspiration for com-
posing liturgy in many languages. Despite attempts to 
treat it as a sort of unmoving polestar in the Anglican fir-
mament, its fate has been varied, and its power has de-
pended less on a uniform adherence to its text than on its 
status as a model of composition and the definer of an 
Anglican ‘common sense.’ 
 
The Book of Common Prayer over the years has been re-
worked, criticized, imitated, and enriched in a church that 
has become a worldwide communion. To understand our 
Episcopal faith we will gather to better understand what 
we pray and what we believe. Join us for this journey 
through the book that has become one of the most im-
portant books ever written.
