Will hardship, or distress, or persemuitior famine, or nakedness, or peril, or
sword? No, in all these things we are more thamgerors through him who loved us.
For | am convinced that neither death, nor life, awagels, nor rulers, nor things present,
nor things to come, nor powers, nor height, nottliemor anything else in all creation,
will be able to separate us from the love of Go@hrist Jesus our Lord.

2. 1 Cor 15:20-26, 35-38, 42-44, 53-58
